Assignment 3 – Preliminary Design Synthesis Presentation
In your group, produce a presentation that describes your synthesis work thus far:
1. Conduct the affinity diagramming process, exploding your research transcriptions and creating a war-room with your photos, quotes, and observations. Group the research data, and identify names for the groupings. Be sure to use names that appropriately describe and summarize the contents (not just a single word label).  
2. Follow the insight identification process, in order to create succinct insight statements about your research. 
· Ask, and answer, “Why” questions about the groupings

· Based on the groupings and your interpretation of behavior, create draft insight statements that act as provocative statements of truth about human behavior. 

· Refine those insight statements until you arrive at strong statements about the people you observed. 

3. Build a synthesis presentation that clearly communicates the research and synthesis process. Don’t assume that the audience understands anything about you, the assignment, the class, or anything else . Include these topics:
· Who are you? 

· What did you research? Why did you research that? 

· What methodology did you use? Why? How does it work?

· Who were your participants? Why did you select them? 
· What did you observe? What was surprising, interesting, or unique? Show pictures and video to make a point, and include quotes from real people that you found particularly interesting. 

· What is the synthesis process, and how does it work? 

· What insights did you identify, and why did you identify them? How can you relate those insights to specific data points (reinforced with pictures and quotes), to really drive home their value?

This assignment is due on Monday, 9/29. Prepare a digital presentation to be delivered in class. Post a copy of the presentation to the blog. When you post material to the blog, make sure you include a description of what it is and why it’s important – simply posting the document won’t make much sense. Be sure that you have obscured identifiable information about your participants, before you post your work on the blog; don’t post your full transcripts to the blog, because they can probably be used to identify your participants.
