The goals of this assignment are:

· To understand how to summarize a future-looking roadmap

· To create a design strategy feature 
Scope

1. Create the design strategy feature brief we learned:
· Produce and refine all of the artifacts we’ve discussed far – a value promise, your research insights, your wireframes, your feature breakdown, and your product roadmap

· Structure an outline of these elements to make a story

· Refine and wordsmith the material through iterations. 
· Produce a single, cohesive, self-contained professional document that includes all of the materials 
2. Develop a blog post that summarizes the entire process and links to your strategy document. 
Deliverables
Deliver the following items (Total points: 100):

1. Post your entire process to the blog. Post all materials to the blog, in a way that stands on its own (ie, should be understandable without you explaining it). Include your roadmapping process, documentation, and a blog-friendly version of your presentation content:

· The content should be understandable by a naïve audience

· The post should explain your process and explain why it works

· The post should use a professional language and tone

· The post should include a link to your very professional pdf

· Key visuals should appear in the text, in order to make and substantiate your point

2. Print your strategy documents and bind them, no presentation – we’ll do a group shareout.
